• The  semester  ends  on  the  last  day  of  the 

examination session. Important: Examinations 

must be taken in person at UNIGE during the 

sessions set by GSI.

As an exchange student, you are free to choose the 

courses you want and create your own weekly 

schedule.

Restrictions 
 

You must take into account certain restrictions 

imposed by GSI: 

1.  Bachelor students are not allowed to take Master 

courses, and vice-versa. 

2. Other restrictions specific to GSI courses are 
available here.

courses is done online, through the student portal, 

according to the deadline given by the academic 

calendar.

• Fall semester 2023/24 : October 16, 2023  

• Spring semester 2023 : March 11, 2024 
 

different classes and establish a final curriculum.
