Master's Programme
CLASSICAL STUDIES
Classical studies covers five subjects taught by the Antiquities Department:
Greek, Latin, ancient history, classical archaeology and the history of ancient
religions. This multidisciplinary programme covers the ancient Greek and Roman
languages and literature within their historical, material and religious contexts.
The aim is to provide broad training for students looking to begin an academic
career or to go into secondary-school teaching. The Bachelor's programme covers
three of the five subjects, including command of at least one of the two
languages. In the Master's programme, students deepen their knowledge of one
of the three subjects studied at the Bachelor's level and also cover the two
subjects not studied.
