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Naturally inquisitive and often
fearless, children are often more
informed about their local
surroundings then many adults.
Where they live? Perils on the
pathway to school? School grounds?
Community places?

This inquisitive nature, with adult
encouragement (teachers, parents)
empowers them to find solutions

Long-term, they are our most
sustainable solution toward a healthy,
peaceful global society on Earth

Although many or most countries
have allocated funds for mitigation
and adaptation to climate change,
precious little (if anything at all) is
allocated to the education sector.

How did we get here?
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From inception at UNCED in Rio, UNFCCC did not have a children or youth
constituent group. This group, now known as YOUNGO, was adopted in 2009

Today, youth are active participants, but primary and secondary school aged
children are seldom considered or consulted
