Workload

For Master level courses:

1h course = 2h preparation

2h course = 4h preparation

For 5 CTL courses per week (10h of courses) you must 

count 20h of preparation which gives a total workload of 30h 

per week. 



General remarks

All CTL courses are worth 6 ECTS credits.

If you wish to follow more than five courses, you need to 

decide which of the five shall count for the CDT/CTL and then 

register for the others on a separate enrolment form. 

Once you have successfully completed the program, you will 

receive either the CDT or the CTL depending on whether the 

majority of your courses were taught in English or French. It is, 

of course, possible to take all five courses in one language.
