Section Outline

The relations between immigrants and the host society is at the centre of current scientific and political debates. The
political integration and, more specifically, participation of immigrants is a crucial aspect of such relations. Yet, they only
start to be systematically studied in empirical research. This section aims to shed light onto the factors impinging upon the
political participation, trust, and integration of immigrants at the local level. It includes eight panels dealing with various
aspects of the political participation of immigrants: the social context faced by immigrants on the host society in relation to
their involvement in social and political activities; the political opportunities, both institutional (state policies and political
alignments) and discursive (political statements and public opinion), that might either favour or prevent immigrants from
being politically active; the role of ethnic and non-ethnic organisations for the political integration of immigrants, including
the impact of social capital arising from organisational networks; the individual characteristics of immigrants and how they
can lead to increased political participation and integration; the relations between religion and political participation, with
special attention to the role of Islam; and the links of distinct degrees and types of political mobilisation to patterns of

interethnic relations between immigrants and hosts.
