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1. Summary description of project objectives

* To analyse the level obalitical integration — in its attitudinal and behavioural
dimensions — of immigrant residents across a nummbEuropean cities, with an aim
to determine (a) the differences that exist — iff anwith the levels of political
integration of the autochthonous population; (l& Wariations that can be found — if
any — in the levels of political integration of féifent groups of immigrants that are
dependent on their ethnic, cultural, religious ational origin; and (c) the variations
that can be found — if any — in the levels of pcéit integration of all immigrant
groups within cities, and of the same immigrantugio across different institutional
settings.

* To determine to what extent variousdividual or micro-level attributes are
important factors of inequality in terms of the déwof political integration of
immigrants. Thus, one of our main general objestive to analyse thensequences
of social inequality on political inequality. We will especially paytattion to
analysing whether the same social and economiaress are relevant to explain
different levels of political integration both fammigrant and autochthonous
populations, and also across different ethnic,omali cultural, or religious groups.
Close examination will be given to the rolegehder in the production of differential
political integration. We will specifically analysehether gender has a different
impact for the political integration of immigranensus autochthonous populations,
and whether the effects of gender inequalities aiitipal integration vary
importantly across different groups of immigrants.

* To study how daollective organisational resources (immigrants’ associations and
organisations, as well as the characteristicsaf thterorganisational networks) are a
source of social capital that determines in impdrtaays the capacity for political
integration of different groups of immigrants. Ither words, we aim to study how
inequalities in the access to organisational resources (#ueiial capital) across
ethnic groups might have important consequencegherpolitical integration of
individual immigrants. We will pay special attentido examine to what extent the
nature of this social capital is relevant in vagylocal and institutionatontexts.

» To analyse the direct impact thatlitical and discursive opportunity structures
have on immigrants’ political integration, throudhe analysis of the differential
effects that the former may have on the latter.cBpattention will be given to the
actions, institutions and discourses that are &ipalty related to local governments.

WHPL1 is devoted to the analysis of institutional digtursive political opportunity
structures, WP2 consists of the compilation of lgagknd socio-economic indicators
about the migrant and ethnic groups studied in edghand WP4 is dedicated to the
development of a survey to representative samplésedocal populations of our
selected migrant/ethnic groups.

Workpackage 1: Political Opportunity Structuresitadiors

The production of this docuntewk longer than expected, as
we discussed collectively 4 preliminary version®bedeciding upon the final
set of guidelines (Deliverable 1).

Workpackage 2: Socio-Economic Indicators

In terms of the work performed for this WP, we hdeae the following tasks:
- Elaboration of a detailed document of “Guidelinesdata collection for Socio-

Economic indicators” of 9 pages describing allitidicators to be collected in
each city/country, as well as an Excel grid tengptatbe used by teams. The



production of these guidelines took longer thaneexgd, as we discussed
collectively 3 preliminary versions before decidungon the final set of
guidelines and had to discuss various importannieinal and methodological
issues before agreeing on the final version (Dedivke 2).

- Collection of the data for all the indicators irethix cities/countries and
production of the six separate case study repDeverable 4).

Workpackage 4: Population survey

The main contractors involved in the coordinatiéthes WP are Partner 1 (UMU) and
Partner 7 (BRISTOL), led by Drs. Morales and Statlaspectively. However, every
contractor in the consortium is responsible forabkection of the data and the
production of its own city case study report.

In terms of the work performed for this WP, thegress has been very satisfactory and
delays have been minimal and within the normal easfgdelays in any scientific
endeavour.

The main achievements for this reporting periodehiaeen:

- Elaboration of a 5-pages document with guidelinesampling issues for all
partners to observe in data collection.

- Production of a 43-pages source questionnaire gliginto be administered in
each of the cities with a detailed system of compuyl and optional items
(Deliverable 3).

- Translation of the source questionnaire into Aflench, German, Hungarian,
Italian, and Spanish for its administration to thigrant subpopulations in the
cities.

- Production of a detailed Data protocol document@adebook, and posting of
the international coding standards that will be kExygd for variables such as
languages, nationality, education level, occupationl industry.

- Finalisation of the fieldwork period for the cageZarrich (Switzerland).

- Fieldwork started and progressing in Madrid (Spaim) Milan (Italy).

4. Intentions for use and impact

As for the use and dissemination of knowledge, dtgputs of the project will include

publications in the form of books and articles. The result¥\fs 1 & 2 will be published

in the form of articles, both analysing specifigaflingle cities, and doing cross-city
analyses. In addition, the results of the dataectdd in WPs 1 & 2, together with the
results that will be obtained through the surveglected through WPs 3 & 4 will be
analysed in a collective book, to be publishedhatdnd of the whole project.



Several papers have been presented at conferendewakshops, and the project is
sponsoring a whole section —with 10 panels- atctirderence of European Consortium
for Political Research in September 2007 at Pisa.

Specific efforts have been made to disseminaterdbearch and policy results among
European and local policy makers, institutions amdl society organizations. In
addition, a mid-term conference will take placehegt end of 2007 in Madrid, which will
specifically aim at disseminating the project restb a wide audience of practitioners,
policy-makers, NGO leaders and activists, as wetkegearchers.

We have also printed a brochure on the LOCALMULTNDBproject that has been
distributed at scientific meetings, local admirasibns, and practitioners. We have also
issued a number of press releases about the prajettheld some interviews with
journalists.
