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There are 111 active volcanoes in Japan. Japan Meteorological Agency (JMA) continuously monitors 50 active volcanos in four Volcanic Observation and Warning Centers and one local meteorological office. They remotely monitor volcanic activity using seismometers, tiltmeters, infrasound microphones, and visual cameras. Mobile observation teams also observe the state of volcanic activity on the field.
Based on the above observation, JMA issues information depending on the volcanic activity status. When hazardous volcanic phenomena, such as ballistic projectiles, pyroclastic flows and mudflows caused by snowmelt, are expected, JMA issues a Volcanic Warning to indicate where would be impacted. When Volcanic Warnings are lifted, Volcanic Forecasts are issued. For the most of active volcano, Volcanic Alert Levels are also introduced. The levels describe target areas and recommended action to be taken by disaster management organizations and residents in five levels depending on volcanic activity.
JMA has also other several information, such as Details of Volcanic Activity (Extra), Eruption Notices and so on.
