 Evacuation case
(Pinchat: in the office at the entrance)

 Evacuation officer (orange vest) 

 Evacuation team members (yellow vest)

Evacuation of the Pinchat building



1. Why evacuate?

Fire

Bomb threat

Chemical / bio / nuclear hazard / Gas leak

At the request of official services (Fire brigade, Police, SIG, etc.)



2. How to evacuate?
Calmly!



3. Through which exits ?
Through the nearest safety stairways and exits

Then proceed to the assembly point

When the evacuation message sounds

 Wear a yellow vest + 

 Take keys + badge

1st Mission (continued)

 Make sure people around you have heard / 
understood the evacuation message

 Direct people to emergency exits



 Inspect the area you are in, 
including toilets, technical rooms, 
etc.

 As you pass, close the doors 
(without locking them)

1st Mission (continued)



 Help people with reduced mobility (PRM) to evacuate or 
take them to a safe place with someone to be with them

 Inform the evacuation officer 
(orange vest) of the presence of 
PRMs and their location

1st Mission (continued)



 At the assembly point, pass on 
to the evacuation officer 
(orange vest) any relevant 
information about your mission

 Do not return to the building 
without authorization

1st Mission (continued)



Given by the evacuation officer

 Clear access routes
 Encourage people to move 

away from facades
 Prevent access to the 

building
